Forum, which leaves the festival grounds 
and opens in the Municipal Theatre.

Yes, the camping area has a fenced area, with 
limited access for families with children, with more 
than 400 plots, including standard and group tent 
plots and camper plots. It is located in one of the 
best areas of the campsite, green and quiet, with 
natural shadows, raffia shade, reserved toilets and 
showers and a common area under the trees with a 
sandbox for the little ones.

One at the 
entrance to the site, next to the medical point, and 
two in the campsite, next to the canteens. On 15 and 
16 August we will be installing a free filtered water 
fountain at the entrance ticket office.
